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Personal Discernment Exercise for Potential Participants
Are you ready for a deep spiritual process like JustFaith? To help you discover the answer to this question, consider using the following discernment process.

1. Find a quiet space where you can sit uninterrupted for at least 15-20 minutes.

2. To remind you that the light of Christ is always present to us, light a candle and offer up a prayer of thanksgiving for the gift of time to be present to God’s Spirit.

3. As you settle into your chair, take a few deep breaths—the breath of God breathing us into being and animating us for the life we have been given. 

4. From this centered place, ask yourself: “What do I need at this point in my life to go more deeply into my faith journey?”

5. Sit quietly with this question for a few minutes. Allow yourself to listen to what arises.

6. Once images, words or symbols have emerged for this question, ask yourself, “Am I willing to arrange my time to make my spiritual development a priority?”

7. Again, sit quietly with this question for a few minutes.

8. You may wish to use your journal to write or draw the responses that emerged.  Use this activity to bring your prayer to a close.

9. Consider calling the JustFaith co-facilitators at your parish to continue your discernment process with them. 
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Information Session Outline
Steps

Assign two or three people to coordinate this session following these steps:

1. Select date and time for the information sessions.

2. Arrange for a meeting space.

3. Put announcements in the Sunday bulletins at least two weeks in advance of the sessions.

4. Identify presenters and clarify responsibilities for the meeting.

5. Invite an experienced facilitator and two graduates from your church/parish or the community, if possible.

6. Use the following outline to present information on JustFaith.  (This outline may be adapted and modified as desired.)

7. Copy the JustFaith Program Overview 2011-12 (Catholic or Ecumenical, depending on your context) document and order the promotional DVD.

Setting:  Have coffee and a snack available as well as nametags.  You will need a DVD player if you plan to show the JustFaith promotional DVD.
Timing:  Plan the session to last for 1 to 1¼ hours.
Presenters:  If possible, have an experienced JustFaith facilitator with two to three current participants or graduates present and have members of the planning team attend.

Introductions/Prayer:  Begin with introductions and an opening prayer.
Discussion:

1. Present a general description of the JustFaith program.  Hand out copies of the JustFaith Program Overview document and walk people through the appropriate pages.  If the program was offered in your church/parish previously, have on hand a sample of the books and videos that were used.

2. Show the 13-minute JustFaith promotional DVD, if available.  

3. Discuss the structure of the program: 30-week program; format includes prayer, discussion, videos and reading; two retreats; four local immersion experiences.  

4. If possible, have graduates provide testimony of their experiences (6-7 minutes each). 

5. Discuss logistics of program (start date, schedule [day of week and time for weekly sessions], meeting place, commitment).

6. Entertain questions and answers.

Closing:  Thank people for coming.  Have a sign-up sheet available for those who are interested to provide their name, email and phone number.  Let them know that someone will be contacting them by a certain date.

Sample Information Sheet
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Adapt as needed.
What is JustFaith? 
JustFaith invites people to experience a spiritual journey into compassion.  Most of us long to be a generous and compassionate people.  JustFaith, now offered in hundreds of churches and parishes across the country, provides a lively and challenging format to read, view, discuss, pray, experience and be formed in community by the power of the Holy Spirit. Our faith and Biblical tradition extend an extraordinary invitation to each of us and to our faith communities to become agents of God’s compassion and healing in a wounded world.  The Good News of Christ is both a comfort and a promise for the poor and, at the same time, a call to those of us who are not poor to be linked with God’s vision of healing and reconciliation.  

The JustFaith program is offered in two versions: JustFaith and JustFaith Catholic. While both versions explore the gospel call to compassion through study of Scripture, the Catholic version of the JustFaith program explores, in depth, the tradition of Catholic Social Teaching that has so deeply shaped the Catholic Church.

Participants are also afforded the privilege of becoming community with other participants and sharing a journey of faith and compassion that changes lives, inspires faithful witness, and transforms the world through love and service.  

 
Do participants need to have previous social ministry experience? 
No.  The JustFaith program has been powerful to both those participants who had never encountered social ministry as well as participants who have long histories in the work of social ministry. 
  
How is the JustFaith program structured? 
JustFaith involves groups of about 10-15 people, who meet for 30 weekly sessions, two weekend retreats and four Saturday immersion experiences.  Overall, this adult formation process extends over 8 months and uses books, videos, guest speakers, discussion, prayer, retreats, immersion experiences, and community building. Testimonies of participants around the country attest to the personal transformation that happens to people who complete the program.
  
Does it cost anything to participate in JustFaith? 
The books cost approximately $145-155/person and are paid in installments; no one has to pay the full book costs up front.

Discernment Meeting Outline
Why do we have these meetings with potential participants?

· To begin to build a relationship with each potential participant
· To describe the process of JustFaith in detail
· To make the expectations of JustFaith clear
· To determine whether or not JustFaith is appropriate for a potential participant
· To secure a commitment for full participation in the program
How do I set up these meetings?

· Call potential participants and ask for a convenient time to meet. Some JustFaith co-facilitators have found that inviting a potential participant to their home or to offer to go to the participant’s home has worked well to build the personal relationships that are so important to the JustFaith program.
What should the discernment meeting consist of?

· Beginning:  Build the Relationship: Open with a brief prayer asking the Spirit to guide the conversation and help with the discernment.  Determine why the person is interested in JustFaith and learn something about this person (family, work, previous church/parish involvement, previous work in justice issues, etc.).  Assess participant readiness and interest. 
· Middle:  The Facts about JustFaith: Share with the potential participant the requirements of JustFaith and a schedule (focus on: weekly meetings, retreats, immersion experiences, costs, etc.).
· End:  Ask for a Commitment: Assuming that the potential participant is a good match for JustFaith, ask for a commitment to participate fully in the program.  Use the commitment form if desired.
What if the potential participant is not a good fit?

· Handle the situation directly.  Do not attempt to sidestep the issue or deceive the person involved.
· Explain why JustFaith might not be a good fit (e.g., too many scheduling conflicts, a recent significant loss, looking for a different kind of group, etc.).
· If there are other groups that more directly meet the person’s interests, refer the person to that group and follow up with the group’s coordinator.
· If you think the person might be ready to do JustFaith in a subsequent year (e.g., when they have fewer conflicts), suggest that option.
· If you are not sure about the appropriateness of a particular person, do not ask for a firm commitment.  Ask the person if you can call in a couple of days to talk more about JustFaith.  Encourage the person to reflect on the expectations of the program.  During the phone call, listen to his/her perspective and then either invite him/her to join or explain why he/she might not want to do JustFaith based on your discussion.

I understand that the program can be very rewarding by adding meaning to my faith life, deepening my relationship with God and growing my compassion for others. 
I also understand that the JustFaith program involves an eight-month commitment.  This commitment includes: attending 30 weekly sessions, reading assigned materials, attending two retreats, and participating in four Saturday immersion experiences.   

I will be part of a supportive community and know that my presence is important to the integrity of the group.  From what I know now about my schedule, I commit to attend at least 27 of the 30 sessions.  I agree to prepare for each of these sessions by doing the assigned reading and exercises.

I commit to being an active participant in all these activities, to the best of my abilities.  I also commit to the development of community within the group and to support other participants as I journey with my JustFaith colleagues.
